RESOLUTION No. 4/07/V
OF THE NATIONAL BOARD OF PHYSICIAN 

February 16th,2007

On establishing the Center of Bioethics 

of the National Board of Physicians

(referral to legal basis of the resolution)

§ 1.

The Center of Bioethics of the National Board of Physicians, further referred as “the Center”, is established.
§ 2.

1. The aims of the Center, in particular, are:

1) conducting research in the field of contemporary bioethics, especially on the issues related to the professional conduct of physicians and dentists;

2) raising knowledge on bioethical issues among physicians, students of medicine and dentists; 

3) cooperating with Research Ethics Committees in elaborating and promoting principles of medical research;  

4) cooperating with other organizations working in the field of bioethics;

5) preparing opinions on current bioethical problems.

2. The aims described in section 1, the Center accomplishes by initiating:

1) scientific and research activities;

2) publishing activities;

3) educational activities;

4) organization of symposiums, conferences, and workshops;

5) monitoring and analyses of existing legal regulations as well as projects of law on bioethical issues;

6) preparation of projects of legal and ethical regulations regarding the conduct of scientific research, including medical research on humans;

7) activities aimed at standardization of Research Ethics Committees’ procedures;

8) creation and administration of internet web-site on bioethics.

§ 3.

1. The activity of the Center is managed by the President, appointed by the National Board of Physicians for a period of 4 years. 

2. The President of the Center is also w member of the Board of the Center and its chairman.

3. The President of the Center can be a person who is a physician or a dentist, possess research experience as well as an experience of being a member of Research Ethics Committee, and has additional experience and knowledge in bioethics. 

§ 4.

The tasks of the President of the Center are:

1) managing current activities of the Center;

2) convoking meetings of the Board of the Center at least once for six moths;

3) submitting annual reports on the activity of the Center to the National Board of Physicians.

§ 5.

The Board of the Center is appointed for a period of 4 years on request of the President of The Center. The Board consists of 3-8 members representing medical sciences as well as other scientific disciplines, who work in the fields relevant from the point of view of the aims of the Center.

§ 6.

The task of the Board of the Center is preparation of:

1) annual program of the activity of the Center;

2) opinions on actual bioethical problems on request of the National Board of Physicians or on the Board’s own initiative.

§ 7.

The activity of the Center is financed from the resources of the National Chamber of Physicians. 

§ 8.

Administrative service for the Center is provided by the Office of the National Chamber of Physicians. 

§ 9.

The Resolution comes into force on the day of its passing.
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
